Comparative and Superlative

(when nouns are compared using the adjectives)

Example: adjective comparative superlative
big bigger biggest
good better best

To change an adjective to: comparative, add ah
superlative, add sht

adjective comparative superlative
sees seesah seesht
(sweet) (sweeter) (sweetest)
shloh shlohah shlohsht
(slow) (slower) (slowest)
vayyich vayyichah vayyichsht
(soft) (softer) (softest)

Example:

Da Aaron sei1 abbel 1s sees, 's Reanna se1 abbel is seesak, avvah da Alex sei
abbel is da seesht.

Da Levi sei koo 1s shloh, da William sei koo is shloha/k, avvah da John sei
koo 1s di shlohsht.

'S gayl kissi is vayyich, 's bloh kissi is vayyichah, avvah 's roht kissi
1s 's vayyichsht.
